The Fifth Sunday of  Lent 

I am the resurrection and the life;  

whoever believes in me, even if he dies, will live,  

and everyone who lives and believes in me will never 

die.                                                    John 11:25 



From the Heart    - by Fr. Kern 

Jesus told Martha, “I am the resurrection 
and the life; whoever believes in me, even if 
he dies, will live, and everyone who lives 
and believes in me will never die. 

Do you believe this?”  She said to him, “Yes, Lord.  I 
have come to believe that you are the Christ, the Son of 
God, the one who is coming into the world.” 
 
This statement by Jesus and subsequent profession of faith 
by Martha is one of the most clear and beautiful articula-
tions of the core of Christian belief and thought.  Jesus has 
clearly already taught Martha the truth that her brother will 
rise again on the last day at the final judgment where all 
souls will be reunited with their bodies in a glorified manner.  
Martha takes this teaching for certain and says she has 
come to believe that if we believe in Jesus we will never 
die.  Martha also takes for granted the reality that her life 
was lived in conformity with this reality.  If we believe that 
Jesus is the resurrection and the life then we are called to 
conform our hearts and lives to this with worthy conduct 
and merciful compassion.   
 
We are just two short weeks away from Easter which 
means next weekend is already Palm Sunday where we 
enter into Holy Week by worshiping Jesus as we cry out 
Hosanna as a praise of Jesus as the Lord and Savior of all.  
This same Savior whom we worship and recognize as our 
gracious Lord we crucify with our sins on Good Friday and 
yet we receive His forgiveness and gift of salvation offered 
to us.  Let us prepare our hearts for these coming solemn 
feasts; this truly is the most powerful time of the year for 
liturgical worship.  Along with Palm Sunday, I highly en-
courage you to make every effort to attend these powerful 
liturgies where all that Jesus has done for us is unfolded:   
Chrism Mass at St. Casimir, Wells Monday April 14

th
; 

7pm: This year St. Casimir in Wells will host the Chrism 
mass for the Diocese of Winona.  At this Mass every priest 
from the diocese gathers with an overflowing Church of 
faithful people from all corners of the Diocese and cele-
brates in a particular way the one priesthood of Jesus with 
the priests renewing before Bishop Quinn their promises 
made at ordination.  Along with this, the Bishop will bless 
the holy oils that are distributed to each parish of the dio-
cese that will be used for baptism and anointing.  
Holy Thursday (Lord’s Supper) 7pm St. Teresa: This 
Mass is the most solemn night where we celebrate the Last 
Supper Jesus had with the 12 apostles and instituted the 
Eucharist and simultaneously the priesthood.  Jesus left us 
His Body and Blood as the Sacrifice we consume in our full 
participation of the Mass. 
Good Friday (Passion of our Lord) 3pm St. Teresa; 7pm 
St. Matthew: This liturgy we worship Jesus and venerate 
the holy Cross by which He has redeemed the world.  Here 
we enter into the mystery of Jesus’ death for us and unite 
the world’s sufferings to His Redeeming Act. 
Holy Saturday (Easter Vigil) 8:30pm St. Joseph: This is 
the most solemn liturgy of the entire year and celebrates in 
darkness (at night) Jesus’ Resurrection which shines forth 
eternal life and light.  This liturgy unfolds the mystery of sal-
vation history, how God has brought forth salvation fulfilled 
in Jesus, and rejoices in the announcement of Jesus risen 
from the dead.
