Thank you for your welcome of Fr. Bill and 

Food for the Poor last weekend.  I am grateful for your 

hospitality toward visiting priests and your generous sup-

ports of the work of the mission organizations in and 

through the Catholic Church.  The conference that I attend-

ed with the Newman Center was incredible.  To have 

13,000 college students, 4-500 priests, and some of the best 

Catholic speakers and presenters that are available was 

such a moving encounter with grace.  My priesthood is re-

newed at these conferences where in one night alone over 

5,000 confessions are heard.  These confessions are not 

your run of the mill laundry list—these are raw and vulner-

able soul baring confessions where these young people are 

having true encounters with the living God and are ready to 

make changes to put Him at the center of their lives in a 

world where they often feel isolated and pressured to live 

differently.  God is so present and active in our hearts if we 

only make ourselves available to Him and allow Him to 

enter in.  These conferences provide life-altering opportu-

nities for young people to encounter God and for His love 

to become the identity of their lives instead of the false ide-

als of the world.  I am grateful to have helped lead this 

group.  Fr. Vogel from the parishes of Easton, Wells, and 

MN Lake attended with us upon my request to have an ad-

ditional priest with our over 90 MSU students. One  parent 

that had two daughters at the conference from a different 

campus remarked that one of her daughters said that the 

SEEK trip was the best week of her life.  These are oppor-

tunities that weren’t around for many of you growing up 

but have become the means to help young people encoun-

ter the faith in a new and dynamic way.  It is why I have 

advocated for the Steubenville Conference and mission 

trips as opportunities for our youth to grow and be trans-

formed by grace.  May the Lord continue to inspire His 

will and direct our lives.  If you are interested in listening 

to any of the talks, many of them are available on Face-

book; just search for FOCUS and scroll down to watch 

these inspiring Catholic speakers.  I highly recommend Fr. 

Mike Schmitz talk from the conference as well as Sr. Beth-

any Madonna.  They were incredible. 

 

As mid-January rolls in and a new semester starts I am 

grateful to return to the normal pace of life knowing that 

this pace for all of us is somewhat hectic at times.  I know 

the Lord wants to be at work in our day to day lives and 

that we might always be reminded of the depths of His 

love and mercy.  Please keep in your prayers this month 

and year the continued unfolding and implementation of 

Catechesis of the Good Shepherd and our parish plans to 

continue to allow Jesus to lead us into the future.

2:30 p.m. Then gather for the pro-life program held on the Capitol 
steps. It includes an opening prayer, greetings from MCCL President 
Leo LaLonde, a brief keynote address, and introduction of lawmakers 
in attendance. The program concludes by 3 p.m.
